Upon consideration of petitioner Christopher Lee

redress adequately the alleged wrong or obtain the requested



action). Accordingly,
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the clerk of the appellate
court shall process the petition for a writ of mandamus without
payment of the filing fee.
IT IS HEREBY FURTHER ORDERED that the petition for a
writ of mandamus is denied without prejudice.
