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Plaintiff-Appellant Dean Young (Young) appeals fromthe
Judgnent filed on August 27, 2009 in the District Court of the
First Circuit, Honolulu Division (district court).?

After a bench trial, the district court entered
judgment in favor of Defendant- Appell ee Dan Dudden (Dudden) and
agai nst Young on Young's clains of bail nment, conversion, and
interference with prospective business advantage. The district
court also awarded attorney's fees and costs to Dudden from
Young.

On appeal, Young contends the district court erred by
(1) concluding there was no bail nent between hinself and Dudden,
(2) concluding there was no conversion by Dudden, (3) concluding

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that Dudden did not interfere with Young's prospective business
advant age, (4) concluding that Young did not incur any danmages,
(5) concluding that the Landl ord-Tenant Code applied, (6) ruling
that Young failed to state an exception to the hearsay rule to
prove a conversation between a witness and a busi ness associ at e,
and (7) awarding attorney's fees and costs to Dudden.

Upon careful review of the record and the briefs
submtted by the parties and having given due consideration to
t he argunents advanced and the issues raised by the parties, as
well as the relevant statutory and case | aw, we concl ude that
Young's appeal is without nerit.
