Rule 1. DEFINITIONS.
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1.6. Electronic signature means the name of the attorney or self-
represented party JEFS user, or a judge or justice, or a clerk of the court typed in
the space usually reserved for a handwritten signature and preceded by "/s/," see
Rule 5.1 of these rules; or for a judge or justice, the image of a handwritten
signature, see, e.g., Rule 36(e) of the Hawai‘i Rules of Appellate Procedure.
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Rule 7. COURT-ISSUED DOCUMENTS.

7.1. Orders, Decrees, and Judgments; Other Court Issued
Documents. All orders, decrees, judgments, and other court-issued documents
shall be electronically filed in accordance with internal court procedures.



Orders, decrees, judgments, and other court-issued documents that require the
signature of the clerk of the court may be electronically signed by the clerk of
the court in accordance with these Rules.
