6. Explain in detail why it is not practicable or not advantageous for the Program/Division to procure by competitive means:

The system is an upgrade to an existing system. Our current system is obsolete and out of warranty, although it is still
under the maintenance contract, so can be repaired if parts are available. The system we have now, no longer meets our
requirements which is why we need to upgrade. Currently surveillance video storage overwrites 4-6 days, with the
upgrade we should have around a month's worth of storage before overwriting occurs. The parts are not proprietary,
although it needs to be configured into their system. which is propriety software. If another vendor is selected, they would
only be able to physically install the devices, we would still need EO Integrated come here and configure the devices and
then be billed for their services.

7. Explain in detail, the process that will be or was utilized in selecting the vendor/contractor/service provider:

Back in 2005, EQ Integrated is the original vendor that installed our security surveillance system which uses propriety
software. Although parts to upgrade the security surveillance system are not propriety, it is not practical to have another
vendor physically install the parts because EO Integrated would still have to come & configure the devices, which would
lead to additional cost for their services.
