Now in private practice, he would like to continue his
commitment. Efforts to recruit attorneys through the Request for Proposal process under J16003 in 2015, did not produce
enough attorneys to absorb the amount of referrals from the Family Court of the Third Circuit.

Due to the shortage of GAL/LC providers in West Hawaii, it is critical for the Judiciary to contract with Mr. Yoshimoto
