How to Use a Court Interpreter

Jikin Ekajot in ej lorlorjake judn am Dri Ukuk ilo ejelok Wonan idn kwe. Dri Ukuk eo eban
Erra ilo kwe, ak Armij eo ej jumaike euk. Jerbal eo an Dri Ukuk en ej bwe en ukét aolep Nan
ko kwoj ba idn Kajin English im ukét Nan ko an ro jet idn Kajin Majol.

The court is providing an interpreter at no cost to you. The interpreter will not take sides. The interpreter’s only job is to
interpret what you say into English and interpret what others say into your language.

Elap an aordok bwe kwon:
It is important to:

» Kejbarok am RONJAKE ta eo Dri Ukuk eo ej ba.
LISTEN carefully to the interpreter.

» KOTTAR an dredrelok an Dri Ukuk eo kbnono mokta jen am jino kénono.
WAIT for the interpreter to finish talking before you speak.

> BOK AM IIEN IM EN ALIKKAR AM KONONO ilo Kajin ne am bwe Dri Ukuk eo en marofi

rofjake aolepen Nan ko am.
SPEAK SLOWLY AND CLEARLY in your language so the interpreter can hear everything you say.

» KONONO fidn Dri Ekajot eo ak (lawyer) eo am ak fibn Joj ak (Judge) eo, ejjab fidn Dri
Ukuk eo.
SPEAK directly to the attorney or the Judge, not to the interpreter.

» Jab kabdjrak an ro jet kbmelele. Komaroi kbnono fie enaj lien am bok kwonam im

kénono.
Do not interrupt when others are talking. You can speak when it is your turn.

» Jab kajjitbk Jibaf ak Kamelele jen Dri Ukuk eo ekijien Keej eo am.
Do not ask the interpreter for advice or information about your case.

> Elane ewor am Kajitdk ak elafie kwéjab melele Dri Ukuk eo, kwdn ba fidn Dri Ekajot eo
ak (lawyer) eo am, Dri Jerbal ro ilo Jikin Ekajot eo, ak iben J6j ak (Judge) eo ilo lien eo

emoOkaj tata.
If you have any questions or cannot understand the interpreter, tell your attorney, court staff, or the judge at once.
