Tips on Going to Court

Etal iian jikin ekajet ilo raan in rofijake eo am.
Go to court on your hearing date.

o Konak nuknuk ko remman im rekkar. Jab konak kadu ne ko, kadu pa ko, ak nuknuk

in tutu iaar ko.
Dress neatly. Do not wear shorts, tank tops, or swimsuits.

e Jab kdnak mejen dret im atat.
Remove sunglasses and hats.

e Jab boktok kein ire ak uno ko rokajur me emo kojerbali Aian jikin ekajet.
Do not bring weapons or illegal drugs to court.

e Ne kwar jab jede fian ien rofijake eo am:
If you miss your hearing:

o Komaroii luji keij eo am.
You may lose your case.

o Komaroii kalbuuj.
You may be arrested.

En jimwe rum in ekajet eo kwoj etal ian e.
Go to the correct courtroom.

e Etale lok iman rum in ekajet eo ejimwe im ia eo ej pad ie.
Find out the correct courtroom location ahead of time.

o Ne kwonaaj ettdr kon wa, lale bwe en lap ien fian am kappok jikin paak.
If you are driving to court, make sure you plan for enough time to find parking.

e BoOktok aolep peba im melele ko jen jikin ekajet ikijien keij eo am ippam tok.
Bring all court documents or information about your case with you.

e Bukote rum in ekajet eo am.
Find the courtroom.

e Drelon ilo rum in ekajet eo im kwalok etam fian rijerbal ro an jikin ekajet eo.
Go into the courtroom and tell court staff your name.

o0 Kwalok peba ko jen jikin ekajet eo fie renaaj kajjitok ippam.
Show your court documents if you are asked to do so.



o Ne renaaj kur etam, etal im jutak imaan jikin ekajet eo.
When your name is called, go to the front of the courtroom.

3.  Ne kwoj pad ilo jikin ekajet:

When you are in court:

e Jab kobatat ilowaan jikin ekajet eo.
Do not smoke in the courthouse.

e Jab mona, idraak, ak meme bwil ilo jikin ekajet eo.
Do not eat, drink, or chew gum in the courtroom.

e Kune cell phone eo am im kein jerbal ko jet.
Turn off your cell phone and other electronic devices.
